He istrying to
satirize 19th Cent. English churchmen, Oxbridge dons and so forth, which is interesting academically, but... rather dry.
Dry, dry, dry!l did jot down one quote, which deals with the tendency of people to more jealously guard their purses
than their ideas (or something like that) which made me smile. But that's one in 300 pages.This work smells of youth.
It's overthought and under-felt. Not one of the characters (including the narrator) inspires even a moment's empathy.
