If it has
been issued since 1901, you'll probably find it in here (though afew issues get overlooked and later included, but that
isnot amajor flaw).The problem is that, with the endless stream of non circulating coins being issued by governments
(and in some cases, "governments"’ needs quotation marks. As does coins.), Krause is being forced to fit more and
more into a volume which has already reached its limits on size, thickness, smallness of print, and thinness of paper.
