period underpinnings. A 1862 dress worn without a crinoline??! The editor was obviously far more concerned with
the models' faces than the clothing - it's soooo frustrating to see only part of a dress that isn't even hanging properly! A
lot of side shots, too, so that the model's arm occludes the waistline and the front.Most of the clothing was also shot
out-of-doors and for some weird reason black/dark dresses have been shot in heavy shade, so that details (lace? pleats?
